Year 11 Parent Teacher Meetings
With mid-course reports now ready

to be received, Year 11 parent and
teacher interviews are being held today
and tomorrow. Parents should know
that it is our preference that students
attend those interviews alongside
parents. This fits with our belief that the
educational journey, through the HSC
years in particular, is best travelled as a
collaborative team of student, school
and parent. There will almost certainly
be times for every student when the
knowledgeable support of parents will
make a difference, whether that be

in advising on strategy, pushing the
motivation along or offering empathy
and helping to keep perspective.
Knowing where things are up to at this
half-way point in the Preliminary HSC
Course will make a difference to the
quality of that support and it is important
that the feedback from teachers is shared
openly with students as well as parents
so that all are on the same page.

To complement the parent and teacher
interviews, information sessions will

be held this evening at 6:15pm and
tomorrow at 11:45am in Big School. At
these sessions our Director of Studies
will provide important information on
the HSC that all parents should hear. The
HSC is a complex beast and having a
clear understanding of matters such as
scaling and ATAR calculation, university
entry pathways, appeals processes and
final subject selection for Year 12 will
enable parents support their children
more effectively. Parents will also hear
advice from our Director of Pastoral Care
on how to manage the HSC journey from
a personal and family perspective and
this is equally important. Please note that
unlike the parent and teacher meetings,
students are not required at these
sessions as they receive this information
at HSC study day sessions.

Wellbeing and Technology

We have been very heartened by the
impact the changes to our Mobile Phone
Policy have had on school life, and for
the manner in which our students have
made a relatively seamless change. In
the words of many, they saw the sense
behind it and they have already seen
more positive social interaction around
TAS.

Just a reminder that our expectation

now is that mobile phones are kept out
of sight between 8.30am and 3.30pm,
unless a student has permission from

a staff member. We appreciate also

the support of parents in this and we
have only had to speak to a handful of
students about their compliance with the

policy.

Most parents would also be aware of
quite a lot of change in other areas of
the IT world. With the introduction of
Cyberhound LiveView, students now
can observe their own internet usage
more, and teachers, with the knowledge
of students, can also check a student’s
computer usage (for the last hour and
last 24 hours) to see that they are on
task academically during class or prep,
and that they are generally using their
computer responsibly at other times.

This extends upon other Cyberhound
functions that have been in place for
almost two years now: to filter certain
sites, to send wellbeing alerts to key

staff based on trigger words in internet
searches and to provide summaries of
student download quantities. In some
circumstances, we have placed students
on internet quotas but students generally
are becoming more disciplined with their
use of the internet which is wonderful.

Itis a complicated and dynamic world,
and | thank our Head of IT, Ken Secker, for
all his support in helping to implement
these changes. We are all the better for
them.
